Housework is Great Exer¢ise!

The U.S. Surgeon General suggests 30 minutes of moderate physical activity at least 5 days per week. Moderate intensity is
anything that raises your heart rate. Thirty minutes sounds like a lot, but you do not have to do it all at once. If your chores
increase your heart rate for 10 minutes or more, you can count it toward your exercise goal. Ten straight minutes of moderate
intensity activity three times per day would give you the recommended 30-minute workout. Mowing your lawn with a push
mower, moving furniture when you vacuum, chopping wood, and washing the floor on your hands and knees are all good
examples of moderate-intensity exercise. Dusting, washing dishes, and ironing are considered light-intensity activities and
would not count toward your daily activity minutes. So check with your doctor, and then turn on the radio to great music
